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Construction of a new pipeline and pump 
stations to transfer water from Split Rock 
Dam to Calala Water Treatment Plant.

Construction of a small off-river storage 
upstream of Tamworth. Water will be 
extracted from the Peel River at Paradise 
Weir, with a pump station and a pipeline 
capacity of 100 megalitres per day for 
transfers to and from the storage.

Construction of a new pipeline and pump 
stations to transfer water from Keepit Dam 
to Calala Water Treatment Plant.

Construction of a new pipeline and pump 
stations to transfer water from Manning 
River catchment to Chaffey Dam, including 
a weir on the Barnard River. 
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
